In the Premier Division, two goals in the final 
minute  ensured  that  leaders  Dover  Athletic 
collected a point against Carshalton Athletic at 
the Perrys Crabble.   The Robins made it 2–1 
before the Whites snatched a point, which saw 
their lead at the top of the table cut to “just” 18 
points, and it was the end of their perfect home 
record.  Staines Town also left it late, but their 
88th-minute  goal  proved  the  winner,  2–1,  at 
home to Canvey Island.  Tonbridge Angels lost 
ground on the top two with a goalless draw at 
Horsham.   At the bottom of the table, Harrow 
Borough,  Ramsgate  and  Harlow  Town  all

Dartford are now in the playoff spots 
after  their  2–0  victory  at  home  to  Billericay 
Town at  the  expense of  Sutton  United,  who 
threw  away  a  two  goal  lead  at  home  to 
Maidstone United and had to settle for a 2–2 
draw.

Aveley are now four points clear at the top of 
Division One North after a 4–3 victory at home 
to  Chatham  Town.
